Any payments tendered to LANDLORD thereafter, which are not in 15 
the form of certified funds, shall be treated as if TENANT failed to make said payment until certified funds are 16 
received. LANDLORD presumes that TENANT is aware of the criminal sanctions and penalties for issuance of a 17 
check which TENANT knows is drawn upon insufficient funds and which is tendered for the purpose of committing 18 
a fraud upon a creditor.   19

  C. ADDITIONAL RENT: All dishonored payment charges shall be due when incurred. Payments will be 21 

applied to charges in the order accumulated. All unpaid charges or any fees owed by TENANT, including but not 22 
limited to notice fees, attempt to evict fees, attorney’s fees, repair bills, utility bills, landscape/pool repair and 23 
maintenance bills, and CIC fines will become due at the beginning of the month after TENANT is billed. TENANT’S 24 
failure to pay the full amount for a period may result in the initiation of eviction proceedings. LANDLORD’S 25 
acceptance of any late fee or dishonored check fee shall not act as a waiver of any default of TENANT, or as an 26 
extension of the date on which rent is due. LANDLORD reserves the right to exercise any other rights and remedies 27 
under this Agreement or as provided by law. 28

8.   SECURITY DEPOSITS: Upon execution of this Agreement, 30

such amounts due LANDLORD under this Agreement. Any termination prior to the initial term set forth in paragraph 36 
3, or failure of TENANT to provide proper notice of termination, is a default in the payment of rent for the remainder 37 
of the lease term, which may be offset by the Security Deposit. Pursuant to NRS 118A.242, LANDLORD shall provide 38 
TENANT with a written, itemized accounting of the disposition of the Security Deposit within thirty (30) days of 39 
surrender of premises. TENANT agrees, upon termination of the tenancy, to provide LANDLORD with a forwarding 40 
address to prevent a delay in receiving the accounting and any refund. Within thirty (30) days of termination of this 41 
agreement, the TENANT identified in this paragraph will be refunded the remaining deposits (if any).  In the event of 42 
damage to the Premises caused by TENANT or TENANT’s family, agents or visitors, LANDLORD may use funds 43 
from the deposit to repair, but is not limited to this fund and TENANT remains liable for any remaining costs. (In 44 
addition to the above, to be refundable, property must be professionally cleaned to include carpets and all hard surface 45 
flooring including tile and grout.)  TENANT  is required  is NOT required to furnish receipts for licensed 46 
professional cleaning services to LANDLORD. 47

Neither the Premises nor any part of the Premises or yard shall 22 
be used at any time during the term of this Lease for any purpose of carrying on any business, profession, or trade 23 
of any kind, or for any purpose other than as a private single-family residence. TENANT shall comply with all 24 
the health and sanitary laws, ordinances, rules and orders of appropriate governmental authorities and 25 
Homeowner’s Associations, if any, with respect to the Premises. TENANT understands and acknowledges that 26 
they are not permitted to access the attic, crawl space, roof or under the home or any other area of the property 27 
that is not considered living space.  TENANT shall not commit waste, cause excessive noise, create a nuisance 28 
or disturb others.  29

17. PEST NOTICE: TENANT understands that various pest, rodent and insect species (collectively, “pests”) exist in 19 

Southern Nevada. Pests may include, but are not limited to, scorpions (approximately 23 species, including bark 20 
scorpions), spiders (including black widow and brown recluse), bees, snakes, ants, termites, rats, mice and pigeons. 21 
The existence of pests may vary by season and location. Within thirty (30) days of occupancy, if the Premises has 22 
pests, LANDLORD, at TENANT’s written request, will arrange for and pay for the initial pest control service.  23 
TENANT agrees to pay for the monthly pest control service fees. For more information on pests and pest control 24 
providers, TENANT should contact the State of Nevada Division of Agriculture. 25

18.  PETS:   No pet shall be on or about the Premises at any time without written permission of LANDLORD. In the 27 

event TENANT wishes to have a pet, TENANT will complete an Application for Pet Approval.  Should written 28 

permission be granted for occupancy of the designated pet, an additional □pet deposit or pet cleaning fee□ in the 29

aforementioned.  In the event written permission shall be granted, TENANT shall be required to procure and provide 32 
to LANDLORD written evidence that TENANT has obtained such insurance as may be available against property 33 
damage to the Premises and liability to third party injury.  Said policy shall name LANDLORD and LANDLORD’S 34 
AGENT as additional insureds.  A copy of said policy shall be provided to LANDLORD or LANDLORD’s 35 
BROKER/DESIGNATED PROPERTY MANAGER prior to any pets being allowed within the Premises.  If 36 
TENANT obtains a pet without written permission of LANDLORD, such will be an event of default under paragraph 37 
21.  TENANT further agrees to pay an immediate fine of $___________ for such unauthorized pet. LANDLORD 38 
reserves the right to accept or deny this pet, but ONLY AFTER THE AFOREMENTIONED FINE IS PAID. Once 39 
Tenant pays the fine, TENANT may complete an Application for Pet Approval, which will be treated as if no breach 40 
had occurred. TENANT agrees to indemnify LANDLORD for any and all liability, loss and damages, which 41 
LANDLORD may suffer as a result of any animal in the Premises, whether or not written permission was granted.  42

19.  RESTRICTIONS: TENANT shall not keep or permit to be kept in, on, or about the Premises: waterbeds, boats, 44

Premises become the property of LANDLORD, shall remain upon the Premises, and shall constitute a fixture 6 
permanently affixed to the Premises.  Unless otherwise agreed in writing between TENANT and LANDLORD, 7 
TENANT shall be responsible for restoring the Premises to its original condition and removing any alterations or 8 
improvements if requested by LANDLORD or LANDLORD’s BROKER/DESIGNATED PROPERTY MANAGER. 9

21.  DEFAULT: Failure by TENANT to pay rent, perform any obligation under this Agreement, or comply with any 11 

Association Governing Documents (if any), or TENANT’s engagement in activity prohibited by this Agreement, or 12 
TENANT’s failure to comply with any and all applicable laws, shall be considered a default hereunder.  Upon default, 13 
LANDLORD may, at its option, terminate this tenancy upon giving proper notice.  Upon default, LANDLORD shall 14 
issue a proper itemized statement to TENANT noting the amount owed by TENANT, including any and all fees related 15 
to eviction and reletting of the subject property.  LANDLORD may pursue any and all legal and equitable remedies 16 
available. 17 

 18 
a. FORFEITURE OF SECURITY DEPOSIT - DEFAULT. It is understood and agreed that TENANT shall not 19 

attempt to apply or deduct any portion of any Security Deposit from the last or any month’s rent or use or apply 20 
any such Security Deposit at any time in lieu of payment of rent. If TENANT fails to comply, such Security 21 
Deposit shall be forfeited and LANDLORD may recover the rent due as if any such deposit had not been applied 22 
or deducted from the rent due. For the purpose of this paragraph, it shall be conclusively presumed that a TENANT 23 
leaving the premises while owing rent is making an attempted deduction of deposits. Furthermore, any deposit 24 
shall be held as a guarantee that TENANT shall perform the obligations of the Lease and shall be forfeited by the 25 
TENANT should TENANT breach any of the terms and conditions of this Lease. In the event of default, by 26 
TENANT, of any obligation in this Lease which is not cured by TENANT within five (5) days’ notice from 27 
LANDLORD, then in addition to forfeiture of the Security Deposit, LANDLORD may pursue any other remedy 28 
available by law, equity or otherwise.  29 

b. TENANT PERSONAL INFORMATION UPON DEFAULT. TENANT understands and acknowledges that if 30 
TENANT defaults on Lease Agreement, LANDLORD may engage the services of an Attorney or a Collection 31 
Agency. TENANT understands and acknowledges that LANDLORD/Owner may give an Attorney or a Collection 32 
Agency, TENANT’s personal information, including but not limited to, TENANT’s social security number or any 33 
other information to aid in collection efforts and holds LANDLORD, Broker, and Owner harmless from any 34 
liability in relation to the release of any personal information to these entities.  35 

 36 
22.  ENFORCEMENT: Any failure by LANDLORD to enforce the terms of this Agreement shall not constitute a waiver 37 

of said terms by LANDLORD.  Acceptance of rent due by LANDLORD after any default shall not be construed to 38 
waive any right of LANDLORD or affect any notice of termination or eviction. 39 

  40 
a. ABANDONMENT. LANDLORD is entitled to presume per NRS 118A.450 that TENANT has abandoned the 41 

Premises if the TENANT is absent from the premises for a period of time equal to one-half the time for periodic 42 
rental payments, unless the rent is current or the TENANT has notified the landlord in writing of an intended 43 
absence. 44 
 45 

b. If at any time during the term of this Lease, TENANT abandons the Premises, LANDLORD shall have the 46 
following rights: LANDLORD may, at LANDLORD’s option, enter the Premises by any means without liability 47 
to TENANT for damages and may relet the Premises, for the whole or any part of the then unexpired term, and 48 
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may receive and collect all rent payable by virtue of such reletting. At LANDLORD’s option, LANDLORD may 1 
hold TENANT liable for any difference between the rent that would have been payable under this Lease during 2 
the balance of the unexpired term, if this Lease had continued in force, and the net rent for such period realized 3 
by LANDLORD by means of such reletting.  4 
LANDLORD also may dispose of any of TENANTs abandoned personal property, pursuant to Nevada law as 5 
LANDLORD deems appropriate, without liability to TENANT.  6 
 7 

23.  NOTICE OF INTENT TO VACATE: TENANT shall provide notice of TENANT’s intention to vacate the 8 
Premises. Such notice shall be in writing and shall be provided to LANDLORD prior to the first day of the last 9 
month of the lease term set forth in Section 3 of this Agreement. In no event shall notice be less than 30 days 10 
prior to the expiration of the term of this Agreement.  In the event TENANT fails to provide such notice, TENANT 11 
shall be deemed to be holding-over on a month-to-month basis until 30 days after such notice. During a holdover not 12 
authorized by LANDLORD, rent shall increase by _____________%.   13

24.  TERMINATION: Upon termination of the tenancy, TENANT shall surrender and vacate the Premises and shall 15 

remove any and all of TENANT’S property.  TENANT shall return keys, personal property and Premises to the 16 
LANDLORD in good, clean and sanitary condition, normal wear excepted. 17

26.  MAINTENANCE: TENANT shall keep the Premises in a clean and good condition. TENANT shall immediately 24 

report to the LANDLORD any defect or problem on the Premises.  TENANT agrees to notify LANDLORD of any 25 
water leakage and/or damage within 24 hours of the occurrence. TENANT understands that TENANT may be held 26 
responsible for any water and/or mold damage, including the costs of remediation of such damage. TENANT shall be 27 
responsible for all  28 

 MINOR repairs necessary to the Premises up to and including the cost of $ __________ 29

TENANT agrees to pay for all repairs, replacements and maintenance required by TENANT’s misconduct or 32 
negligence or that of TENANT’s family, pets, licensees and guests, including but not limited to any damage done by 33 
wind or rain caused by leaving windows open and/or by overflow of water, or stoppage of waste pipes, or any other 34 
damage to appliances, carpeting or the Premises in general.  At LANDLORD’s option, such charges shall be paid 35 
immediately or be regarded as additional rent to be paid no later than the next monthly payment date following such 36 
repairs.  TENANT acknowledges any minor repairs made to the Property must be done by an active, licensed and 37 
insured Contractor.   38

a. TENANT shall change filters in the heating and air conditioning systems at least once every month, at 40 
TENANT’s own expense. LANDLORD shall maintain the heating and air conditioning systems and provide for 41 
major repairs.  However, any repairs to the heating or cooling system caused by dirty filters or due to TENANT 42 
neglect will be the responsibility of TENANT. 43

b. TENANT shall replace all broken glass, regardless of cause of damage, at TENANT’s expense. 45

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c. LANDLORD shall be responsible for all systems including heating, cooling, electrical, plumbing and sewer 1 
lines. LANDLORD shall be responsible for all major heating, cooling electrical, plumbing and sewer problems 2 
that are not caused by TENANT. 3

d. There _____ is –OR– _____ is not a landscape contractor whose name and phone number are as follows: 5

in good condition.  11

In the event the landscaping is not being maintained by a contractor, TENANT shall maintain lawns, shrubs and 13 
trees.  TENANT shall water all lawns, shrubs and trees, mow the lawns on a regular basis, trim the trees and 14 
fertilize lawns, shrubs and trees.  If TENANT fails to maintain the landscaping in a satisfactory manner, 15 
LANDLORD may have the landscaping maintained by a landscaping contractor and charge TENANT with the 16 
actual cost.  Said costs shall immediately become due. 17

e. There _____ is –OR– _____ is not a pool contractor whose name and phone number are as follows: 19

In the case of pool maintenance being maintained by a contractor, TENANT agrees to cooperate with the pool 22 
maintenance contractor in a satisfactory manner.  LANDLORD-provided pool maintenance is not to be construed 23 
as a waiver of any responsibility of the TENANT to keep and maintain the pool in good condition.   24 
 25 
In the event the pool is not being maintained by a contractor, TENANT agrees to maintain the pool, if any.  26 
TENANT agrees to maintain the water level, sweep, clean and keep in good condition.  If TENANT fails to 27 
maintain the pool in a satisfactory manner, LANDLORD may have the pool maintained by a licensed pool service 28 
and charge TENANT with the actual cost.  Said costs shall become additional due in the month following the 29 
charges accruing. 30 
 31 
f. Smoking ____will or _____will not be permitted in or about the Premises, this shall include any attached or 32 
detached garage(s), shed(s) or similar.  TENANT will be charged any costs incurred for the abatement of any 33 
damages by unauthorized smoking in the Premises. 34

27.  SMOKE DETECTOR AGREEMENT LANDLORD and TENANT agree that the premises are equipped with 36 

smoke detection device(s). TENANT shall agree as follows: 37 
a. It is agreed that TENANT will test the smoke detector(s) within twenty four (24) hours after occupancy and 38 

inform LANDLORD or his/her Agent immediately if detector(s) is/are not working properly.   39 
b. It is agreed that TENANT will be responsible for testing smoke detector(s) weekly by pushing the “push to test” 40 

button on the detector for about five (5) seconds.  To be operating properly, the alarm will sound when the 41 
button is pushed. 42 

c. TENANT understands that said smoke detector(s) is/are a battery operated unit and it shall be TENANT’S 43 
responsibility to ensure that the battery is in operating condition at all times.  If after replacing battery, any 44 
smoke detector(s) will not operate or has no sound, TENANT must inform LANDLORD or his/her Agent 45 
immediately in writing. 46 

d. LANDLORD and his/her Agent recommend that TENANT provide and maintain a fire extinguisher on the 47 
premises. 48 
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e. The undersigned have read the above agreement and understand and agree to all provisions thereof and further 1 
acknowledge that they have received a copy of said agreement. 2 

f. TENANT shall not under any circumstances remove, disable or tamper with any smoke detection device(s). 3 
 4 
28. ACCESS: TENANT agrees to grant LANDLORD the right to enter the Premises at all reasonable times and for all 5 

reasonable purposes including showing to prospective lessees, buyers, appraisers, insurance agents, periodic 6 
maintenance reviews and business therein as requested by LANDLORD. If TENANT fails to keep scheduled 7 
appointments with vendors to make necessary/required repairs, TENANT shall pay for any additional charges incurred 8 
which will then become due in the month following the charge’s occurrence.  TENANT shall not deny LANDLORD 9 
his/her rights of reasonable entry to the Premises. LANDLORD shall have the right to enter in case of emergency and 10 
other situations as specifically allowed by law. LANDLORD agrees to give TENANT twenty-four (24) hours 11 
notification for entry, except in case of emergency. 12 

 13 
a. DISPLAY OF SIGNS. During the last thirty (30) days of this Lease Agreement, LANDLORD or 14 

LANDLORD’s agent may display “For Sale” or “For Rent” or similar signs on or about the Premises and enter 15 
to show the Premises to prospective purchasers or tenants. TENANT also authorizes Broker to use an electronic 16 
keybox to show the Premises during the last 30 days of lease.
